A suggested procedure is to explore the journey(s) of AT LEAST ONE world navigator, explorer 
or trader up to the late eighteenth century, including their contacts with other societies and 
any impacts (ACHASSK084) 
 

• Students are to complete the assignment in small groups (four or five students) using the task 
sheet (see separate electronic documents). 

• The teacher is to nominate a group leader for each group. 
• Each group is to record their assessment about how they performed as a group and then 

share their finished assignment with the class for both teacher and peer assessment. It could 
be presented in print form or as a PowerPoint.
